The ten
modules were designed to go beyond the basics of compliance required by the state, and
instructs best practices to help prevent injuries and related costs.

Course Description: This course will identify key compliance components of school environmental safety & health standards mandated by the
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (DNR), Department of Commerce (Comm 32) and
Occupational Safety and Health (OSHA) regulations. Following these standards will lead towards creating a safe and healthful environment for
students, staff and the community. This module will explore the standards related to the Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act, Integrated Pest
Management, Lead/Radon sources, EPA’s Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act as well as Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act, Underground/Aboveground Storage Tanks, and the Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act. Other
Applicable standards: Hazardous Waste regulations, Safe Drinking Water Act and current regulations/guidelines pertaining to Indoor Air Quality.

Expected Student Mastery Results: Students completing this course will be expected to develop and demonstrate a level of proficiency in the
following skills and /or areas of essential knowledge:

Course Title: General Aspects of Crisis and Emergency Management for Schools
Course Length: 4 Hours

Course Description: This course will identify best practices involved in handling an emergency or crisis situation. From a general perspective
students will be provided instruction and practice in regard to crisis planning and the four phases of emergency management, crisis communications,
chain of command and the Incident Command System (ICS), emergency response plan development, collaborative emergency response planning
using a multi-disciplinary model, and the basic definitions associated with crisis and emergencies.

Expected Student Mastery Results: Students completing this course will be expected to develop and demonstrate a level of proficiency in the
following skills and /or areas of essential knowledge:

Comprehensive emergency/crisis response planning.

Development of collaborative emergency response teams.

Developing district and non district resources necessary to deal with an emergency or crisis situation.
Development of Memorandums of Understanding with outside agencies.

Crisis scene planning and control. Including perimeter security.

Laws and requirements of governmental agencies regarding emergency and crisis response and management.
Understanding the requirements and practices necessary for family reunification and on or off-site family reunification.
Understanding avenues of resourcing and training available for response personnel and schools.

. Understand crisis communications requirements and standardized verbiage used in crisis situations.

Course Description: This course will focus on developing an understanding of the National Incident Management System (NIMS) and the Incident
Command System (ICS). The course will spend a great deal of time having students identify the key components of incident command and how the
ICS system governs cross agency collaboration and response. In addition, students will learn and understand the key components involved in
comprehensive emergency planning using the NIMS model including Prevention and Mitigation, Preparation, Response, and Recovery.

Expected Student Mastery Results:
Students completing this course will be expected to develop and demonstrate a level of proficiency in the
following skills and /or areas of essential knowledge:

History of the Incident Management System including Presidential Directive 5.
History and Structure of the Incident Command System

Functions and job responsibilities under the ICS model.

Definitions, roles, and responsibilities of ICS personnel.

Developing and understanding the process of creation of a collaborative ICS plan.
Developing a school specific NIMS compliant emergency response plan.
Understand the After Action Review or Critical Incident Debriefing Process.
Understand the role and function of public information in a crisis situation.
Managing the media in emergency/crisis situations.

Video presentation and analysis of communities dealing with tragedy.

Have groups develop sample press releases based on situational and operational interpretation of results
Groups will be asked to develop a public statement and have an individual give a public oral statement regarding a
critical incident to the class (class serves as members of the media)

Public information release as part of the NIMS system.

Course Description: This course will provide an overview and direction to students regarding threats and violence in schools. Students will
understand the nature and importance of developing a uniform understanding and definition of threats and the process by which schools and school
personnel deal with them. Additionally, students will be provided instruction and practice in the identification of facility and location threats from a
multi-hazard perspective and the potential for mitigation of identified threats.

Expected Student Mastery Results:
Students completing this course will be expected to develop and demonstrate a level of proficiency in the
following skills and /or areas of essential knowledge:

1. Understanding the definition of threat assessment and the potential nature of threats in a school setting.

Understand the definition of vulnerability assessment and using a multi-hazard model and identify threats potential to a school from off site
locations.

Understanding and applying the concepts associated with Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED)

Understand character traits of high risk behaviors.

Understand the implications and the information provided for in the US Secret Service and US Department of Education report on school
violence.
